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THE BRITISH CE AWARD SCHEME 
Introduction 

 

 

What is the British CE Award Scheme?  
In Christian Endeavour, children and young people are trained to serve Christ through taking part in a 
regular, usually weekly, church-based meeting. The British CE Award Scheme is designed to extend 
this training. It resembles the Duke of Edinburgh Scheme, the main difference being that all the 
subjects studied are connected with Church-based activities, Christian Endeavour, Bible, Christian 
Reading, and Practical Christian Living. Members work at a number of tasks and receive credit for each 
one successfully completed. Twenty tasks must be undertaken of which ten are compulsory (shown in 
bold on page 5) and the remaining ten can be chosen from the list on page 5. It really means that, if a 
meeting is run on CE lines, with the members taking part, they can receive credit for doing so - a further 
incentive for them to participate. 
 

Where can the British CE Award Scheme be done? 
The tasks can be carried out:  
(a) In the weekly meeting  
(b) In the home  
(c) In the community 
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 (a) In the Weekly Meeting 
A good number of the tasks should slot naturally into the programme, if it is planned carefully. The 
following indicate how duties done in the weekly meeting can satisfy criteria for awards:

Juniors with literacy problems should be encouraged to take part in the Scheme. In written tests, it is 
permissible for the leader (or someone appointed by him / her) to read the questions and write down 
the answers given by the Junior. 
Pre-Bronze Certificate 
For children with no background in CE, a Pre-Bronze Certificate is available. To obtain this certificate a 
child should complete four subjects. Any three of the subjects listed for the British CE Award Scheme 
may be chosen, with a compulsory section on the ĘThe Young Jesusę Ė Matthew 2 and Luke 2. If these 
subjects are successfully completed, they will count towards the Bronze Award, if the Junior wishes to 
continue. 
 

Enrolment  
CE groups should complete the Enrolment Form (Appendix A1) for each candidate participating and 
send it to the Award Scheme Convener. There is no fee for registered church groups. A Record Book 
with blank certificates will be forwarded for each candidate enrolled. 
 

Record Book 
The Record Book must be submitted for the Bronze Award. Application for entrance at Silver and Gold 
levels should be accompanied by the Record Book showing that the lower standard has been reached. 
The Badge and Certificate for that standard will be issued, if that has not already been done. The 
Scheme may be completed in the YP Grade up to the age of 18. 
 

Examiners 
Leaders should try to ensure that their candidates have a reasonable chance of success before 
arranging for them to be examined in a subject. 
Where you are to examine as a leader, or certify that parts of an award have been carried out, look for a 
good average attainment such as you would aim at in a CE meeting, being neither too harsh nor too 
easy on the candidates. 
Where a Ęlocal examiner' is to be appointed, this can be a Christian person from your church e.g. your 
minister. If you have difficulty in finding a suitable person, contact your local Union or Region.  
Samples of work submitted for a number of Awards are found in Appendix B. Work can be handwritten 
or word processed. Examples chosen for inclusion in this book are mostly word processed so as to 
save space and make reading them easier. 
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Awards 
Bronze Six passes which must include CE History and Practice Part 1 and one Bible Knowledge 

Award.  
Silver  Seven additional passes, making a total of thirteen, which must include CE History and 

Practice Part 2, a second Bible Knowledge Award and, if not already passed, the Daily 
Bible Reading and Prayer Award.  

Gold  Seven additional passes, making a total of twenty, which must include CE History and 
Practice Part 3 (CE Exam), a third Bible Knowledge Award and, if not already passed, the 
Memory Passages and Missionary Award.  

Badges 
The standard reached will be recognised by the issue of a special Badge incorporating a band of the 
appropriate colour, and a Certificate. The Certificate and Badge will be sent to the Leader on receipt of 
a Record Book satisfactorily completed to this standard. It is suggested that Badges and Certificates 
could be presented at a special ceremony in the CE meeting, Union or Region. Replacements for lost 
Badges can be bought from Headquarters, if accompanied with proof of qualification.

Recite the names of all the books of the Bible in correct order.

Section 1  
Repeat correctly and with understanding 2 of the above passages and all the verses listed. The CE 
Leader, or an assistant, will hear these passages and verses, which can be recited on different 
occasions during a period of six months. 

Section 2  
After completing stage 1, the Leader should arrange for an external examiner to hear the two passages 
and all the verses. Only minor errors are to be excused.

AWARD A6 - PUBLIC BIBLE READING 
This award will only be given for a high standard of reading, both of a prepared passage, 1 Corinthians 
ch.13, and of a short chapter of the Bible with a few minutes notice.  
Any version of the Bible, agreed with the Examiner, may be used.

AWARD A7 - DAILY BIBLE READING 
Read the Bible daily, with the help of Daily Bible Reading Notes for three months. In a note book write 
the following for each day.

Draw / paint, or make a model, showing an aspect of a Bible Character. Suitable subjects could include 
Daniel in the lionsę den, Noah and his ark, Paul in prison.

AWARD A10 - THE TEN COMMANDMENTS 
Learn by heart and recite Exodus 20:1-17. 
Any version of the Bible may be used.

Choose one of the following Bible stories for a study in your CE group. 

1. Philemon 
2. Daniel chapter 1 

Summarise it in your own words and prepare a list of at least ten questions you would ask as you 
discuss it with the group.

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Section B 

AWARD B1- CE HISTORY AND PRACTICE (Compulsory at all levels) 
BRONZE:  Gain at least 70% in oral or written test of mostly multiple choice questions.  The Test 

Paper is obtained from the British CE Award Scheme Convener. 
SILVER:  (i)  Write a letter to a friend explaining about CE and how it works. 
 (ii)   Attend a Union, Region, or National function and write a report on it. 
GOLD:  Gain at least 75% in the British CE Examination - held in February each year. A Bible is 

awarded to the entrant with the highest mark in the Examination. 
N.B. The CE Exam can be taken on its own and a certificate is awarded if a mark of 40% is gained.

AWARD B2 - CHAIRMAN 
1. Chair a CE meeting well. 
2. Give a verbal welcome to a speaker to your meeting. 
3. Explain the CE meeting briefly for the benefit of newcomers to the CE meeting. 
4. Express appreciation to the speaker after hearing his/her address, indicating, by what you say, 

that you have understood the message. 
 
Examiner:  Local Examiner (usually the speaker) 
 

AWARD B3 - SPEAKER 
1. Speak on a Bible story at the CE meeting (3 - 5 minutes). 
2. Take part in a Quiz or something similar and answer at least two questions satisfactorily. 
OR 
1. Give a talk based on one of the Lessons in the ěProgramme BookĜ. 
2. Complete one of the Activity Sheets satisfactorily.

AWARD B4 Ė QUIZ 
Design a Word Grid, with clues and answers, based on a Bible story. 
 
Examiner:  CE Leader 
 

AWARD B5 - PRAYER 
1. Open a CE meeting with prayer, indicating knowledge of a type of prayer, e.g. Thanksgiving, 

Confession, Intercession. 
2. Take part in Chain Prayer frequently for at least three months. 
3. Make a prayer list to use in your CE meeting over a period of a month. 
 
Examiner:  CE Leader 
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AWARD B6 Ė TALK Ė POWERPOINT PRESENTATION 
Give a PowerPoint presentation of one of the Lessons in the ěProgramme BookĜ at your CE meeting. 
This is intended for older Juniors or for those in YP groups who are completing the Award Scheme. 
Criteria:  
Content:  Have all relevant points been included? 
Presentation:  Was the Speaker confident and proficient in the use of the technology? If graphics were 

used, were they appropriate? 
 
Examiner: CE Leader or Christian Leader in the church 
 

AWARD B7 - INSTRUMENTALIST 
1.  Play any musical instrument at the weekly CE meeting, either alone or along with the pianist on 

at least five occasions. 
2. Play five hymns acceptably. 
3.  Accompany a soloist singing one solo. 
Note: Guitarists must be able to pitch the tune of at least two of the hymns in Section 2, and 
accompany with chords. 
 
Examiner:  Section 1 Ė CE Leader; Sections 2 and 3 - Local Examiner  

AWARD B8 - PIANIST 
1.  Play the piano at the weekly meeting on at least five occasions. (N.B. It is not necessary for one 

candidate to play for the whole meeting on these occasions). 
2. Play five hymns acceptably. 
3.  Accompany a soloist singing one solo. 
 
Examiner:  Section 1 Ė CE Leader; Sections 2 and 3 - Local Examiner  
 

AWARD B9 - SINGER 
1.  Sing a hymn in public (e.g. at the CE meeting). 
2. Sing two contrasted songs or teach the CE group two new choruses. 
3.  Sing a hymn unaccompanied, without losing pitch. 
 
Examiner: Qualified Local Examiner 
 

Award B10 Ė MUSICAL EVENING 
1. As a group of up to four organise a musical evening for your church with members taking part. 
2. Compose a short hymn or chorus and suggest a tune for it. 
3. Make out a programme for the event. 

 
Examiner: Leader 
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AWARD B11 - PROGRAMME PLANNING GROUP 
1. Know the duties of this group. Read what it says about the Programme Planning Group in ěA 

Guide to Christian EndeavourĜ. 
2. As a Group Leader Ė 

¶ Prepare a chart of what each person is doing each week and display it on the Notice 
Board.  

¶ See that a record book is in use by your group and kept up-to-date.  
¶ Arrange for the preparation of the room for one weekly meeting (using an arrangement 

of seats, pictures, etc. to suit the Topic) and be responsible for leaving the room tidy.  
¶ Be an example to the group by regular and punctual attendance, attention and co-

operation in the meeting. 
3.  As Group Leader write an account of your group's work. 
 
Examiner:    Sections 1, 2b, 2c and 2d  -  CE Leader 
   Sections 2a (1 chart) and 3  -  National Examiner 
 

AWARD B12 Ė MEMBERSHIP GROUP 
1.  Know the duties of this group. Read what it says about it in ěA Guide to Christian EndeavourĜ. 
2.  Be able to suggest to your Leader ways of interesting others in your CE group. 
3.  Visit lapsed members with your Leader and try to persuade them to return. 
4.  Be responsible for introducing one new member to the CE group, or bringing back one lapsed 

member. 
 
Examiner:  CE Leader 
 

AWARD B13 - MISSIONARY 
1. Read any two missionary books and write a summary of each. 
2. Choose a missionary or Missionary Group and write an account of their work using the 
following headings:  
¶ the country where they are working 
¶ the type of work they are doing 
¶ details about family or staff  
¶ prayer needs. 

This can be submitted as: 
a)  an essay of about 200 words  
or  
b)  a scrapbook  
or  
c)  a model  
In the case of b) or c) the project may be prepared jointly by not more than four candidates. 
3. Submit a plan for a missionary evening in your CE group.

AWARD B14 -   FLOATING CE 
1.  Write a Christmas letter to a seaman. The letter should be handwritten and should contain the 

following: 
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A greeting 
A mention of the real meaning of Christmas Ė could be introduced by referring to carol singing, 
nativity play at writeręs school etc. 

2. a) Make a comb case; 
AND 

b) Either (i) a Needle case, or (ii) a Stationery Wallet. 
3.  Prepare a programme suitable for a Floating CE meeting. 

This award is more suitable for young people of at least 10 years of age so that the items made 
are their own work.

AWARD B15 - PUBLICITY 
1. Make a poster advertising your CE Meeting. 
2. Make a poster advertising a special event. 
3. Make a programme folder for a CE group or Local Union Rally. 
4. Draw up an advertisement for a forthcoming CE event suitable for the Church Newsletter. 
Work may be drawn by hand or done on computer. 
 
Examiner: National Examiner 

AWARD B16 - WRITER 
1. Write a report suitable for insertion in a CE publication, your local press or your Church 

Newsletter, on:  
a)  a local CE Rally; or  
b)  a CE Group Activity.  
N.B. It is not essential for the report actually to be published.  
2. Write an original story on a Christian theme. 
3. Write in your own words an account of some incident in the life of Christ.

AWARD B17 - DANCE/DRAMA IN WORSHIP 
1.  Lead/teach 3 different action choruses/songs in a meeting.  
2.  Take part in 2 different dance/drama presentations in a worship setting or Take part in 2 

different sketch/drama presentations in a service. 
3.  Either choreograph a dance or write a drama to be used as part of a meeting. 
 
Examiner:   Section 1 - CE Leader  
   Sections 2 & 3 - Local Examiner 

AWARD B18 Ė HOW TO PROMOTE CE 
You have been asked to undertake a project on ěHow to promote CEĜ. Set out your ideas clearly on 
ěWhat CE isĜ and ěHow it worksĜ. 
 
Examiner: Senior member of your church 
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Section C 

AWARD C1 FAMILY RESPONSIBILITY 
1. In your own home - to be verified by a parent or guardian - do three of the following tasks for at least 
three months. 
a)  Make your bed regularly; 
b)  Help at least once a day with washing / drying the dishes or filling / emptying the dishwasher; 
c)  Help with gardening or washing the car; 
d)  Do at least one job of housework on Saturdays, other than the above. 
A sample Form C1 for parents to sign is included in Appendix A3. 
Examiner: CE Leader 
 

AWARD C2 GOOD MANNERS 
1. Write an essay of approximately 250 words on the subject of 'Good Manners'. 
2. Indicate by your conduct at the CE meeting and elsewhere, including home, that you are well 
mannered, considerate, and easy to get along with - to be verified by CE Leader and a parent. 
The Leader should notify parents that their child wishes to enter for the Award and ask them to note 
behaviour at home for a period of three months, and then report to the CE Leader that this is 
satisfactory. 
Watch behaviour at CE over the same period, without comment or criticism. 
A note should accompany the essay submitted for part 1 to indicate that Leader and parents are 
satisfied on the practical side. 
A sample Form C2 for parents and leaders to sign is included in Appendix A4.

   Section 2 - CE Leader 
 
 

AWARD C3 CARING FOR OTHERS 
1. Participate in some kind of Community Service for a period of three months. This could involve 
visiting the elderly or sick with other members and a parent or leaders, and taking part in a short 
devotional time. A Junior or group of Juniors should not be allowed to go on their own. 
2. Pray for the person/persons visited both in CE and in private prayers. 
Examiner:  CE Leader 
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AWARD C4 SOCIAL ACTIVITY GROUP 
1. Know the duties of this group. Read what it says about Social / Recreational group in ěA Guide to 
Christian EndeavourĜ.  
2 Take part in preparing an evening's entertainment for a group of people in the Church Hall. This 
includes: 
Booking the Hall, arranging provisions, organising people to serve and clear efficiently and to wash up, 
leaving the hall tidy. (A number of candidates may share this as a group effort).  
3. Organise one game during the evening. 
 
Examiner:  CE Leader 

Award C5 History of your church 
Produce a report on the history of your church, using the following suggestions: 
¶ Include a photograph of your church and a map of where it is situated. 
¶ State the date of the opening of your church and who the minister/pastor was. 
¶ Read any available literature relating to your church and extract relevant sections for your 

report. 
¶ Interview elderly members of your church to find out how different church life was then from 

now with reference to activities for young people and adults. 
¶ Obtain statistics from records held by your church about numbers attending when the church 

opened and numbers attending now. 
¶ Find out about former ministers / pastors of the church and members who have gone into 

Christian service. 
¶ Include photographs, if available, of past ministers / pastors and present / past members with 

captions. 
¶ Include any other relevant material. 
Examiner: Minister / pastor of church 

AWARD C6 YOUR CHURCH IN THE COMMUNITY 
Produce a report on your Church and the community. You could use a variety of media forms including 
writing, drawings, maps, computer outputs, photographs, graphs and any other suitable material. 
 
Examiner:  National Examiner 
 

AWARD C7 PRACTICAL RESPONSIBILITY TO YOUR CHURCH 
Complete six hours of practical service for the Church within a period of three months. 
Examples of the kind of work that can be undertaken:  
¶ Assistance in cleaning 
¶ Assistance with washing up after a church buffet supper / barbecue etc. 
¶ Hymnbook distribution and collection  
¶ Picking up litter 
¶ Tidying Grounds.

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AWARD C8 ALCOHOL AND DRUG EDUCATION 
Obtain the required pass mark of 60% in the Alcohol and Drug Education Examination. Modules on 
healthy living, alcohol, tobacco, solvents and general drugs are studied. There are workbooks for the 
different age groups on which the exam is based and also material in Volume 5 of the CE Programme 
Book. 
Details can be obtained from the Headquarters of the National Unions (see Appendix A6 for addresses).

AWARD C9 CRAFT WORK 
Bronze Award Make a bookmark, with a Bible verse, which you could give as a gift. 
 
Silver Award Make a Get Well card which you could send to a friend. Put a Bible verse on it. 
 or 
 Make a jig saw depicting an incident in the Bible. This should be done on A4 card and 

cut into pieces with straight or wavy lines. 
 
Gold Award Make a small cross stitch picture with a Bible verse and frame it (bought frame 

acceptable). 
 or 
 Make a model or collage of an incident in the Bible.
